MG '99 - Roadtrip to Vancouver!

My 1969 MGC tourer was prepped and ready to head
west from central lllinois to MG '99, the "Spectacular
Drive of Our Life". Spares, maps, tools, duct tape, Ritz
Bits crackers (official mechanic food), and "Bill the Cat"
carefully stowed. It seemed like July 2nd (our day of
departure) would never arrive! Tom and Debbie Biehl
arrived on Thursday evening from Pennsylvania. (They
had been married just the weekend prior and were on
there honeymoon.) It was a sleepless night...4:00am
arrived quickly.

Friday, July 2nd - Our first day on the road began with
somewhat of a British flare....fog so thick one could cut
it with a knife.

Minnesota was uneventful and we ended our first day
on the road in Mitchell, S.D.....home of the infamous
Corn Palace. We logged about 700 miles the first day
on the road.

Saturday, July 3rd - We got out to the cars a little
after 6:00am for the morning's "systems check" and
made the obligatory trek to the Corn Palace for a photo
op. The first of the day's woes began as Tom's MGB
began to overheat, a problem easily rectified by
replacing an aftermarket fuse link before "enjoying" a
McDonald's breakfast. The second of the day's
problems occurred upon my exit from the McDonald's
parking lot. | routinely check gauges and to my horror
saw that my usual 50psi of oil was sitting at ZERO. |
rapidly turned off the ignition and coasted into a truck
stop parking lot. As | was the last MG to leave the
others were already either on or about to enter the
Interstate by the time | was able to send out an S.O.S.
| opened the bonnet looking for signs of oil leaks.
Fortunately, | had heard no "death rattle" from the
bottom end. The O-ring at the base of the oil filter
canister had failed, depositing eight quarts of fresh
Castrol 20/50 on the streets of Mitchell! | had brought
an oily filter element with me and between Dane and |
we came up with a sufficient amount of Castrol. Upon
restart, the engine sprang to life; once again showing
50psi of oil and no rattles. We had cheated death. We
were back on the road and headed west in less than
30 minutes, making our way towards the Badlands and
Mt. Rushmore. What a breathtaking drive! Rocks,
canyons, and "stoned" presidents. We had chosen the
busiest day of the year to visit Rushmore. Although it is
rather overpowering, | found the cafeteria at the lodge
where the Hitchcock film "North by Northwest" was
filmed to be more interesting. Dane had been having
some problems with fuel supply as we entered some
elevation outside of the park, so we took the
advantage of the shade given to us by the parking
garage to replace his fuel pump (under the watchful
eye of the Park Service, | might add).

(We
were much more fortunate than our friends from
Cleveland who survived a tornado while staying at a
hotel in South Dakota.) We were on the road by about
7:00am en route to Couer d'Alene, ID. But the first stop
was only a few miles away...the site of "Custer's Last
Stand"....Little BigHorn. One could feel the history in
the air. We spent perhaps an hour in the area, then it
was "Boots and Saddles" as we drove through
Montana (where the speed limit is 75mph!) The drive to
Couer d'Alene was fairly uneventful. As we entered
Idaho, we soon realized that we were truly in the
mountains. Tom and | decided to have some fun
through the curves in the mountains (we had a little
wider foot on our tyres than did Dane, who was running
stock 165R15's on his C.) It was here where we saw
one of many "stupid human tricks" during the trip...an
inline skater coming up the entrance ramp to the
interstate!

We were
on the road by about 8:00am for the drive to SEA-TAC
airport outside of Seattle where | would pick up my
wife. The drive through the Idaho panhandle was short,
and the drive through eastern Washington looked
much like terrain we had seen in South Dakota. With
Mt. Rainier in the foreground, it seemed like Seattle
should be just around the corner! We arrived at the
airport about 2:20pm...Jean's plane had arrived a little
after 2:00pm...it was going to be a GOOD day....Jean
was standing on the sidewalk at the "arrivals" area
looking for us as we pulled up! In less than 2 minutes,
her bags were stowed in the MGC and we were back
on the road....only to fight the Seattle traffic.

MG '99 - Tuesday many registrants began to arrive by
both land and air transport. We took the opportunity of
a "day off" to check the points on the MG (they had
closed up some). Dane's clutch M/C was beginning to
fade and it was recommended that we check out one
of the local repairs shoppes, Octagon Motor Group.
Little did we know just how familiar we would become
with this establishment over the course of four days.
Dane made an appointment for the car to have its oil
changed and the clutch M/C installed on Wednesday.
The following morning as we were following Dane over
to the shoppe, | heard an ominous rattle-clink and lost
a significant amount of power. The repair shoppe was
more than accommodating and pulled the C into a
service bay. Compression tests on the first five
cylinders showed well over 160psi each. However,
number six cylinder showed a number | was already
familiar with....ZERO. Off came the valve cover...the
rocker arm was free to pivot without restriction of a
push rod..the exhaust valve firmly stuck in an open
position. Non-evasive measures failed to loosen the
valve...major surgery was in order. And of course, the
shoppe had no head gasket in stock for an MGC. So,
for the duration of MG '99 | had the pleasure of driving
a Metro! At least it had an MG name..too bad it was of
GEO variety. Wednesday night we had the pleasure of
listening and talking to Ron Gammons of Brown &
Gammons. Being a "rallye enthusiast" | truly enjoyed
listening to his tales of the Monte Carlo Rallye and
other treks he's taken in British cars. Thursday was our
"Sea to Sky" road trip up to Whistler Ski Resort, a drive
of about 150km. On the way, we stopped by the private
MG collection of Peter Welch. An amazing assortment
of MGs including an authentic K3, a TD chassis
suspended from the ceiling, a Swiss market MGB/GT,
an Arnolt MG in its final stage of restoration, and my
personal favourite, a PB Airline Coupe. At Whistler, our
Metro was segregated from our "MG companions", but
had a good time taking a gondola ride (the video tape
documentation of a fun time had at lunch). We missed
the Thursday evening tech session on camshafts,
opting to visit a local automobilia shoppe. But we did



not miss the Old Speckled Hen available at English
Pub Night! Friday was "show day" at UBC for the MGs.
Although held on a parking lot due to restrictions
imposed by the University, the location and
background made for a good day. Well over 125 MGs
were on the showfield along with a small assortment of
other British iron. One of the more unique MGs was a
restored "Liquid Special” Indy race car which
participated in the 1965 Indianapolis 500. Over a half
dozen MGCs were on display, and six MGBs
participated in NAMGBR Concours competition.
Awards for popular vote were handed out at the
showfield; Dane had taken third place in the MGC
class; Tom's MGB was decorated in wedding garb; our
Metro failed to obtain even one vote! Friday evening
found us on a double decker bus for a tour of the city of
Saturday, July 10th - The MGC was road ready by
11:00am. We returned our "beloved" Metro, packed the
MGC with our gear, and headed for home. (Jean had
caught a ride to Seattle on Friday night with the
Deagans in order to catch her flight home on Saturday;
Tom and Debbie opted to drive back to Philadelphia
via a Canadian route.) Of everything that had
happened to this group of road warriors, the border
crossing into the States has to be on the bottom of the
list of our favourites. It took over two hours for us to
move the 800 meters to the US border where traffic
had slowed. My MGC had becoming somewhat
overheated, so | turned off the ignition and pushed it
the entire distance, not wanting to replace another
head gasket. (Not that | had a spare with me!) Of the
three lanes available for inspection, we had chosen the
one with the "crossing guard with an attitude". For
once, | used my head and refrained from making any
"ad lib" comments. Our motel for the night was located
in Boise, ID, a good day's drive without a 2-1/2 hour
delay! We didn't stop to do a lot of sightseeing on the
return home...gas and go was the phrase of the day.
We arrived in Boise about 4:00am, made an 8:00am
wakeup call with a very surprised desk clerk, and
grabbed some shut-eye. It did not take long to fall
asleep, having been on the road for 16 hours.

Sunday, July 11th - The wake-up call arrived much
too soon, but we drug ourselves out of bed, showered,
and checked the vitals on the MGCs. Included in this
morning's check was a retorque of the cylinder head
and a valve gapping session. All systems were
go...however, we decided to have a good breakfast as
food was not something that we had thought of the day
before. Our drive through Idaho and into Utah
revigorated us..the sights much better than the
midwest we are used to seeing. Road construction
through Salt Lake City impeded us a little, but we had
our sights on making Green River, UT for the night. |
had video taped much of our ride West. It's too bad
that | neglected to video tape the trip home, as the
road through Utah and into Colorado was fantastic! My
MGC was running a tad on the hot side. During a fuel
stop, | removed the chrome grille and found that the
car would run cooler by two needles on the gauge!

Vancouver prior to the awards banquet in "Chinatown".
The banquet has to be one of the best I've ever
attended in over 20 years of MGing. Backdrop to the
stage was an authentic MG billboard from 1974...a live
video feed of the podium could be seen from any point
in the room. The banquet hall, on the second floor of
the building had made itself accessible to a 30s MG
Midget as well as the Liquid Special. The meal, served
in courses, had something for everybody. The awards
program was short and sweet with only Concours,
longest distance, club participation, hard luck award,
and best of show being presented under the watchful
eye of a Royal Canadian Mounted Policeman. My
thanks to the Canadian Classic MG Club for a job well
done for NAMGBR.

Dane's MGC was also beginning to exhibit some
overheating problems and periodically had to stop, let
her cool down, and add coolant before continuing on
the road, not arriving in Green River until after
10:00pm. We checked into our hotel room; Ellen found
the bed was beckoning her; Dane and | headed out to
a truck stop for a late supper and a beer.

Monday, July 12th - An early departure from Green
River found us on the road pretty much to
ourselves..but then, | doubt that's hard to do in such a
barren area. Our destination for the day was Salina,
KS. The view was fantastic in any direction | looked.
The MGCs handled Vail Pass in Colorado with ease;
much easier than my trip to Lake Tahoe in the MGB in
1995. We found it difficult to leave such a scenic area,
especially knowing that the Plains were waiting for us
on the other side of Denver. Kannnssssaaaaassss.
The state that goes on forever (or so it seems). We
kept the wheels rolling until we reached the city of
Russell, where a mutual friend of ours, Scott
Williams..not Bob Dole, lived. Lived as in past tense,
as Scott's neighbours informed us that he had moved
to Topeka nearly a year ago! So, it was back to the
highway to continue on to Salina. We found our hotel
about 10:00pm (another long day), then off to find
supper prior to getting a good night's sleep.

Tuesday, July 13th - The effects of being on the road
for so many days were beginning to show. Gone was
the joking and lighthearted kidding. It was time to
check out and hit the bricks. Home was only a day
away. We pulled on to the highway about 6:00am and
headed east. We hit the morning traffic of Kansas City,
where we wanted to take a side trip over to Lenexa to
visit Victoria British (not an old flame...the parts
supplier). Both Dane and | lightened our pockets as we
purchased spares, then it was back to the road. No
sooner had we crossed into Missouri than the orange
construction cones we had almost forgotten about
appeared. (It had been nearly a "construction free"
roadtrip in each direction!) A flashing sign warned us of
an hour delay near Columbia, MO. Bad memories of
the border crossing into the States only a couple of
days ago caused us to divert on to a two lane highway



where we traveled south to Jefferson City in order to
catch a different two lane highway which would lead us
out of the land of construction and into lllinois. This
unplanned route was actually a bonus to us as we
managed to avoid a lot of traffic, including that of St.
Louis. As | traveled on this two-lane highway, | began
to have a sense of "Deja vu". Yes! Many of the towns
we were passing through had been on one or more of
the Missouri Endurance Runs that | had participated in!
In the flash of an eye, we were crossing this
Mississippi River into lllinois. Home was only about
three hours away. The heat had done its job on the
surface of Interstate 72. Dane hit a patch of loose
concrete and a large chunk bounced between his
undercarriage and the road, demolishing his exhaust
pipe in the process. He was only about 30 miles from
home, "It was only a flesh wound!". | waved to my
