Pete’s  1969  MGB V8  
Pete Mantrell 
 
Progress on my 1969 MGB 302 V8 has been slow over the 
last year.   To get everybody up to speed I am converting 
my 1969 MGB Roadster over to a V8 using a Ford 302  (5 
Liter, same as Mustang GT). 
 

 
 
I have stripped out the car down to a bare shell. I had 
to remove the heater and cut out some of the front 
cross member to accommodate the large oil pan. I 
strengthened the cross member by welding in tubular 
steel sections and welding on steel plates over the 
top. It should be stronger than it was previously.  
 
The Ford 302 in 1990 casting weighs 424 pounds, 
I’m using the Ford 302 since it has  more power, less 
of a V angle (therefore giving me more room) and the 
availability of parts, as 5.0 Mustang performance 
goodies are easy to come by. The main drawback is 
only a handful of people have completed the 
conversion and the weight, as the 215 only weighs 
320 pounds. So things like engine/transmission 
mounts and headers are all home made. But this is 
part of the challenge.  I have had the engine and 
transmission (which is a Ford/Borg Warner T5 from a 
Mustang) in and out of the car around 20 times so far 
each time making slight improvements to the engine 
bay. 
  
With the extra weight I will have to upgrade the 
suspension, with 550 pound lowered 1 inch springs at 
the front and matching leaf springs at the back. I will 
also change from Armstrong shocks to telescopic 
which will provide much more of the sporting ride that 
I am looking for. 
  
My homemade headers or 'Hacker Headers' are cut 
and welded headers from Summit Racing Equipment. 
I will be getting them 'Jet Hot' coated which is a 
polished ceramic coating, for durability and looks.  
The headers exit out through the inner fender and 
down under the foot wells. The holes are also 
negative pressure zones and will help to take away a 
great deal of engine heat. 
  

To overcome the 'Lucas Prince of Darkness' wiring I 
have purchased a 12 circuit wiring harness from 
Painless Wiring. This will give me piece of mind as 
the original wiring is over 30 years old. 
  
The next step will be to prep the engine bay for 
painting.

THE OIL SPOT 
Doug Eppich 
 
In response to requests for technical information 
about British cars (technical being defined as not 
using a hammer), this monthly feature will focus on 
technical tidbits.  Contributions are welcome and you 
will be given full credit for any articles or suggestions 
that result.  If you have a problem that you want 
covered -- let us know.  This month Denise Thorpe 
talks about clutch slave cylinders. 
 
Okay, enough people have complained about bleeding a B 
clutch that I think maybe it's time to share the way I replace 
the clutch slave cylinder because it makes bleeding the 
clutch hydraulics no big deal.  The trick is to fill the new 
slave cylinder with fluid before you install it.  This is 
the general sequence of events: 
 
1. Screw the master cylinder cap down on a plastic bag.  
This keeps fluid from flowing out so fast. 
 
2. Fill the new slave cylinder with fluid using a toothpick, 
scribe, awl, something pointy, to get the last of the air 
bubbles out, and set the slave cylinder within reach under 
the car. 
 
3. Remove the cotter pin, clevis pin and rod from the old 
slave cylinder, and back off the two bolts holding it on until 
there are only a few threads holding them on.  These need 
to be on to hold the slave cylinder while you break the fluid 
line loose. 
 
4. As fast as you can, break loose the fluid line, unscrew 
the bolts the rest of the way, unscrew the slave cylinder 
from the line, and screw the new one on. 
 
5. Put the bolts back in, tighten the fluid line, and put the 
rod, clevis pin and cotter pin back in. 
 
6. Pump the clutch pedal a few times before you decide 
that bleeding is necessary.   
 
If you're replacing the rubber line or rebuilding the slave 
cylinder, it still helps to fill up the slave cylinder before 
putting it on, and you can keep the fluid from draining out of 
the line by using something to plug it.  I keep all of those 
plastic plugs that come stuck in and on new parts, but a 
piece of vacuum line with a bolt stuck in it works too.

THE FEATURE ARTICLE  --  RICK’S TRIP 
Editor’s note: Rick was down in Texas the beginning 
of July for the NAMGBR and we thought you might 
like to hear about his adventure!!!! With a little editing 
to save a forest. 
 
 
Jean and I have been in Grapevine, Texas (for MG 
2002 - the NAMGBR annual meet) since 8:15pm 
Tuesday evening...our adventure follows! 
 
We prepped the MGC on Monday, which included an 
oil change, checking of all fluids and pressure, and 
installation of the soft-top (which had not been on the 
car since 1996 
 
Tuesday --  Stereotypical for the Ingrams, we were 
late in our departure...BUT...only by 15 minutes, 
"hitting the pavement" at 6:15am CDT Tuesday 
morning. 
 
The MGC ran well (as per norm) ...we chose 
Champaign, IL to Memphis, TN via Interstate-
57/Interstate-55 as our first leg. It took only 6 hours to 
reach "Elvis-town"....we managed to miss rush hour!  
From Memphis, we chose Interstate 40 and 
diagonalled across Arkansas. The route was virtually 
construction free,  projects either being just finished, 
or "put on hiatus" for the American holiday, 
Independence Day...July 4th. Temperature was high 
on Tuesday, being in the mid-90's (F). I had taken the 
grille off of the MG, which allows better airflow into 
the rad and engine compartment....she never 
ventured above "N"....until Little Rock, Arkansas!   
 
The Arkansas Department of Transportation was kind 
enough to have advisory signs of 
construction/problem areas...THANK GOD...as we 
were forewarned of a two mile backup on the 
interstate....  We were fortunate that there was an exit 
ramp just about 1/4 mile into our "crawl" into Little 
Rock....the temperature gauge had already increased 
by 2 or 3 needles towards HOT...we took a self-
imposed detour on a two-lane blacktop from the 
eastern edge of town to the southwest side of 
town...allowing the C to cool considerable....my only 
concern was running out of fuel in "no-man's land" as 
we only had about an 1/8 of a tank...Oh ye of little 
faith...I actually found 93 octane fuel in a town of no 
more than 100 residents! 
 
As we traveled though Texarkana and into Texas, the 
sky turned grey and we were welcomed to the state 
with some minor cloudbursts/rain...very much 
welcomed as the ambient temperature had to drop by 
20 degrees! As the Dallas skyline came into view, the 
theme song from a popular 70's primetime soap that 
starred Larry Hagman kept running through my 
head....I usually do not scare Jean on our road 
trips...I was told differently this trip, as I chose to keep 
up with traffic through Dallas rather than run the 

60mph (who are they kidding?!) speed limit! And it 
wasn't even rush hour!  Lake Shore Drive in Chicago 
doesn't hold a candle to these folks....perhaps the 
Atlanta, Georgia beltline is a good comparison of the 
driving habits of the locals in Dallas. 
 
Wednesday --  morning came very quickly....by the 
way, the Hilton DFW/Lakes is one of the best hotels 
that we have stayed at for an MG meet...the bed 
literally swallowed us for a great nite's sleep!   We 
found the registration room for MG 2002 ... got our 
packet, purchased raffle tickets, and talked with John 
and Caroline Twist of Michigan,  Jim Hall of Florida 
and Larry Rupp of South Carolina, each of whom 
were set up as vendors. I purchased a set of 
Prothane bushing from Jim for the MGB/GT.  The 
afternoon was spent searching for a misfire that the 
MGC had developed the night before. The plugs 
were fine, the points in similar shape. All plug wires 
were checked for resistance and passed with flying 
colours. No tracking inside the distributor cap...what 
was going on?!  I put everything back together and 
attempted to start the car....no fire!  (Brain-fart 
number one...I had neglected to replace the rotor!) 
After doing this task, I attempted another start...NO 
FIRE!  Upon removing the distributor cap, I found the 
rotor in about 4 pieces (rick, how many beverages 
were consumed before you put the rotor back on?—
ed.). No problem...I carry a spare. We also found at 
that time that the cap's internal contacts were 
somewhat grungy...my points file rectified that 
situation...the MGC started immediately and without a 
stumble after reassembly! For once, a simple fix!  
The evening was spent in the hotel's pub talking with 
enthusiasts from throughout the country, including an 
MGC owner from Hawaii. Ian Pender arrived ... the 
Spurious V8 and MG Club was reaching a 
quorum...with me, Ian, Mike Moor, David Deutsch, 
Bob McClain, and D Zimmerman all having arrived in 
Grapevine. Tradition being held, I closed the parking 
lot about 1:00am.  
 
Thursday -- I worked on the MGC, eventually 
replacing the distributor cap which allowed the car to 
run much smoother. For a while. Late afternoon, we 
drove out to one of the man-made lakes just a few 
miles from the hotel for a Texas-style Barb-B-Que 
and observation of Grapevine's fireworks display. The 
meal was GREAT, with beef brisket, ribs, sausage, 
beans, tater salad all prepared on a huge trailer/rig 
designed specifically for this purpose.  
 
I'm not one to sit amongst humanity for the sole 
purpose of lighting firecrackers, but stayed to the 
end. MISTAKE. While the temperature here in 
Grapevine has actually been cooler than most of the 
continental United States, the combination of high 
80's heat and VERY slow traffic brought failure to the 
MGC, as the temperature gauge pegged on "H" very 
rapidly. We made it to the hotel entrance before the 
MG died of heat exhaustion. We pushed her into the 



parking lot, shared of couple of "heated words", found 
a cool beverage, and allowed the MG to cool down. I 
was not the only one to suffer this dilemma...an MGA 
and the Moss TD arrived with similar 
problems/failures.  
 
Friday --The heat was "kicked up a notch" 
today...shade was at a premium. We Spuriites 
borrowed the shade of the canopy used earlier in the 
day for Twist's "rolling tech session" and camped 
there most of the day, swapping lies and other 
stories. Pender got over stimulated as a  British 
Airways plane with a Tartan tail flew into the DFW 
airport.  Kelvin Dodd has attempted to re-charge the 
Moss TD pickup by driving it up and down the parking 
lot a few times....kinda like security's golf cart. (For 
some reason, they eyeball the Spurious crew on a 
regular basis.)  
 
A parking lot dance complete with DJ is scheduled for 
the evening's entertainment...I'm sure more 
conversation pits will develop as well..... 
 
Saturday -- When I got out to the parking lot, a chalk 
outline of Pender was in his designated parking 
spot.....must have been a hard nite! 
 
Concours is over...five participants...scores ranged 
from 752.5/1000 to 949.5/1000. Two original owners, 
one fresh restoration, one MGB/LE, one rubber 
bumpered MG Midget.  The awards banquet was 
held at the "Austin Ranch" ...........no, not Healey. 
Happy hour was held from 6pm-7pm during which 
slides of the week's activities were shown on two 
large screens...let's one see things again (or for the 
first time!) ... During this time, "Miss Trixie", a rather 
robust dance hall girl attacked most of the men in the 
audience. Drawings for door prizes, awards for long 
distance, biggest bug splat, etc were awarded.  
Tom Crause of the Prairie Octagon (Springfield, IL) 
received a third in class for their MGB/GT. Eight 
couples (including the Jai Deagans, the Rick 
Ingrams, the Ken Smiths, the Larry Henleys, the 
Roger Gobberts, the Bruce Wyckoffs, the Leonard 
Fortins, and the Don Peerys) were recognized for 
attending each NAMGBR convention since the first 
held in Peterborough, Ontario, Canada. 
 
Sunday –We left hotel property about 6:10am 
Sunday morning in order to beat as much traffic and 
heat (yea, right) as possible. The MGC was running 
great....I say was because we made it to Texarkana 
before I lost all power and coasted to a halt on the 
side of the road. Jai and I checked the power supply 
from the fuse block to the coil (no problem), from the 
coil to the distributor (no problem), arced the coil wire 
to ground (great spark), and pulled a spark plug wire 
to check spark (great....no spark!).
